Fridav. April 20th. His subject was ''In Time of Peace hould There be ·niver. a! 
Military Training in the 'Cnited , tates ?" lie came out first with flying colors, ''in­
ning over Rodney utton of outh High, Akron, who had been awarded lirst place 
•>\'er Elmer at Erie. The victory at Ama:a Stone counts as one of the three neces-
ary to keep the awarded cup permanently. The cup was pre-;ented to the chool by 

Elmer to be held by ~haw until the conte:;t next year. 

Suffrage Uber Alles 
On Tue~day a iternoon. :.r arch 20, the chances of the \n>tnan 's equal rights move­

ment for ultimate ~ucce;-,s were greatly augmented. The occasion for this strengthen­
ing wa a debate bet\Yeen the Literary Club, a decidedly feminine organization of 

haw, and the meek. humble and greatly -;ubordinate Shaw Debating- Team. The 
bearer, of the yellow, :\Iargaret :\lcCaslin. leader. :.lildred Shupe, :\Iadeline Kahle 
and Rhoda Sherman with the affirmative on "11enefits of :.IO\·ing Pictures,'' lowered 
to half ma ~t the black-red banner of the negative team, Elmer Babin, leader. Don 
Leet. Clark Olney and \Valker Conant. 

.\largaret :\TcCa~lin opened the discussion of the affirmative and started a general 
turmoil by declaring that movies were taking the places of saloons. N egati ,·e leader, 
Elmer Dabin, then declared that moving pictures were wrecking the morals of young 
and old. \Vhen :\lildred Shupe stated the rigid censorship was making the plots of 
movies of a better moral nature, "Unser Louie," Don Leet (the famous "misty" of the 
debating class) accepted that as his cue and used irony and bitter sarcasm to such avail 
that we feel sure that censorship is doomed. Madeline Kahle attempted to save the 
hip of suffrage by showing that the much talked about amu-.ement increased the sale 

of tooth brushes and was valuable from a botanical point of view. Clark Olney re­
torted that moving pictures were better than saloons as robbery was better than murder 
llllt that neither were benefits, and onrthrew .\I argaret ~I cCa ~Jin 's point. :\I ildred 
. hupe made the Ia ~t stand for the losing pro-movies by telling of the educational 
value of travel, church and industrial pictures. Once more the cruel he-men shnrt 
circuited the affirmative arguments. \Valker Conant told of the man killing western 
hero and his even notched gun and "Dull Durham roll your own" ads which movies 
per,;i,;ted in bowing in Border Army pictures. Elmer Babin in relmttal took ?\fadelinc 
Kahle'. botanical argument into camp and ,,·eakened considerably her "benefit:-. to sci­
ence." He ridiculed \vhat was left of the affirmative argument-.. E,·en the negative 
leadl'r, Elmer Babin, admitted it, and every one hut :\Iargaret :\lc ·aslin thought that 
the time wa · not yet ripe for woman's suffrage. 

I:ut not :.rargaret, no, not by a jugful. Femininely she decided that she would 
get hrr last \\·orr! and informed the judg<·" that she was watching the supposedly 
anti-movie team. And woulcl vou believe it-everv one of them was a movie fan! 
,\nd they didn't get headache -in picture sh >ws. a;1d they \\'ere the only ones that 
didn't watch the eclucationals, and they didn't have to go to the immoral plays unle,;s 
they ,,-anted to go! Of course, they didn't! In other words. :\fargaret simply steam­
rolled.-no. rolling-pinned her team to victory, and when the rebuttal was finished. 
the judges decided that the neg-ative \\·as also. The decision was rendered by Carl 
Reker. chairman, and Cutter \Valters. :\lm·ing pictures won an additional victory 
\Yhen an educational film was shown after the debate. Elmer Babin, '18.

A Day on the Football Field 
One cri::;p, ,..unshiny da) in October. I \\·ent to the athletic field to see how the 

boys of Shaw prepare themselves for their football games. 
On entering the door of the dre.;sing--room, I saw about t\\enty-live boys pulling 

on shoes, jerseys and shoulder pads. They "·ere laughing, talking and singing. As 
soon as each boy had slo" ly dre:-;sed himself. he ran out upon the field, where I 
shortly followed. The earth on the gridiron looked soft and crumbly, while here and 
there, were patche · of g-ras~ that ha<l escape<! the murderous onslaught of cleated 
hoe~. 

Tear one of the goal-posts "Canny'' was talking to l\Iorri , while John Parr wa · 
forward-passing to llofTman. Over at the left of the fi.cld a crowd of boy· in ordinary 
garb were kicking a deformed football. As soon as all of the players were out, "Can­
ny" :tarted them running up and clown the field in groups of five each; a center, 
quarter, two halfs and a fullback. Their cleated shoes tore up the earth ancl as they 
ran the dust lifted in clouds to their per:-.piring faces. \\'hen mo. t of them looked 
a if they were ready to drop from fatigue ancl want of water, "Canny" called a halt. 
1 Tow could be heard the 'ophomore· and Freshmen shouting, "Aqua puer''! The 
water was brought and each hot, tired boy :-;eemed to drink a quart or more. The 
coach then tried to teach them how to fall on the ball. One of them would run his 
hea<l into the ground, another would turn a somer-.ault, while still a third would turn 
over on his ear. They then started passing two ball around in a circle as fa .· t as 
po~sible. This feat looks ea y, but let me assure you it is not. 

''Canny" now formed the boy into two lines and sent them down to receive forward 
passes. Some of the fellows would make a fine catch, and "Canny'' would give them a 
word of praise. Other -, in trying to turn and catch the hall, became entan<rled with 
their own feet, and tumbled in a heap, while the ball \vent bounding onward. After 
this two more lines were formed, parallel to each other. One fellow would run from 
his line toward the other. The end man on this line would try to tackle. The trick 
in this seemed to be in making the other fellow hit the ground before the aggressor. 

Coach Canfield then gathered them into a circle and began talking to them in this 
manner: ''I want you fellows to work as hard as possible this year. \\'e have fine 
material and it will only take hard work to make as good a football team as we had 
last year. I want you to cut smoking and get plenty of sleep and good food from 
now on. I'm going to trust to your sense of honor to keep these rules. \Vhen you 
are on the field I want you to work every minute of the time, . o we won't have any 
fooli !mess. • T <m, everybody run around the track t\vice, then go in and take a nice, 
hot shower." oon the field was cleared of all e_·cept John Parr, kicking punt to 
Calder, Tom Parr and the \\'right twins. 

I then followed the boys to the dre;;~ing rooms. Some had torn jerseys and 
other· had their hair full of dust; their faces and hands were covered with 
dirt, while ome of their suits looked ready to fall apart. The perspiration . tream­
ing down their faces left white furrows. Dirty, wet football clothes were lying every­
where. One of the boys yelled, "Hale, gimme my towel," while a freshman said, "Cut 
it out, Roesch." A quartet was singing, "Yacka Hula, IIicka Dula." Dickinson ancl 
"Offy" were busy handing out liniment and rubbing the stiffness out of some of the 
players. \Vhile some of the fellows were taking their showers, Riblets locked the 
door , which act caused angry shouts of "Open this door," "Cut the comedy". Then 
Phil Lewis reached over and unlocked the door. Out came Lock. Stevens, ).fatson, 
Smith and Dice, all in good humor, knowing the doors had been locked in fun. By 
half past five the boys were on their way home. hungry and tired, but happy. 

As this is the daily training of the Shaw football boys, with a good coach who 
demands faithful and intelligent \\Ork. it is no wonder that Shaw IIigh School pro­
duces one of the best football teams in the state.
